| Lost My Dad But Gained a Father by Mario A. LeSueur

I was born on December 9, 1977 in L.A. Community
Hospital. At the very young age of three years old my dad was
diagnosed with bone marrow cancer. This cancer eats away at the
marrow of the bone until the bone becomes so weak that it
eventually breaks. My dad had rolled to his side in bed and his
arm snapped like a toothpick. He was rushed to the hospital

where he would stay for the last month or so of his life. My mom
was devastated and now had to raise my brother and I on her own.

We moved from a house to an apartment in Chula Vista called BrandyWine
apartments. My mom began to read the Bible everyday for hours and, like a cup
when it is full, it begins to spill over into the lives of others. I was six years old at
this time and my mom told me about God on a regular basis. Then my cup began
to get full and I started to talk about God with my friends. One summer my mom
took my brother and I to Virginia to visit my mom's father. While in Virginia we
would go to the tent revivals in town. Even though my mom would talk to me
about God and I would talk to my friends about God and read the Bible with my
friends, God still felt very distant from me like a fairy tale even though I believed
God existed. It was at these tent revivals that I noticed this feeling.

The first summer that we decided not to go to Virginia was when the greatest
day of my life occurred! I was playing baseball with all my friends in the park
when a school bus had pulled up and two adults came out and asked who wanted
to go to church. All my friends pointed to me and said Mario wants to. How
wrong they were but I knew I had to keep up my good image so I forced my self
to go. When we arrived at the church and sat down the preacher began his
sermon. He started with the question "Are you saved?" I had a very hard time
understanding his sermon but that question kept running through my head. “Are
you saved?” As I pondered this question in my mind, I began to ask my self what
are the signs of being saved? If you are saved, how do you know if you are? The
thought of hell was before me. The fear of going to such a place made the
question more real and serious! Now I had to know if I was saved or not. It was at
this moment that I realized if I am not sure that [ am saved then that meant that I
was not saved! Panic ran all through my body and I realized I am lost and headed
to hell for all eternity! Since I decided I was not saved, I realized that I was a
sinner: the opposite of a Holy God! I started to feel very dirty, like an evil demon
and shame covered me from head to toe. I did not know what to do. It was at this
moment the preacher gave out the call if you want to be saved, stand up and
follow the elders into the next room.

I wanted to be saved so badly with all my heart. But as others began to stand

Dear Friendsin Christ

Dr. John Ng, the president of
management consulting company, Meta HR
& Communication, said, “In my years of
management consultancy and executive
coaching, one of the most astounding
discoveries is that we lack an affirming culture.” We
all have a need for affirmation. But we seldom
receive it because we have unreasonable expectation
and we focus so much on the results than on the
process.

We need to have an affirming culture. It must
begin with us. No one has ever died of an overdose
of affirmation but many have been decimated for
lack of affirmation. Affirmation is an art. It is a skill
that needs to be cultivated. Dr. Ng. suggests eight
principles in the art of affirmation.

1. We must believe it

Giving compliments must come from the
heart. Anything short of that will not do. It
must be consistent with our values. Values
like respect, honor, gratitude and honest are
integral to affirmation. Skills without values
will be short-lived. Values are the foundation
from which the art of affirmation flourishes.

2. We must be sincere
Don’t fake it. People will know it when we
are insincere. Affirmation must be
unconditional, without any strings attached.
Some people are afraid of affirmation. One
engineer said, “I am afraid of being affirmed
by my boss. Whenever he does that, it means
more work for me!” No wonder, people are
afraid of being affirmed. Some leaders only
affirm their staff when they have more work
for them to do.

3. We must not overdo it
Over-abundance of praise devalues it. Avoid
praising people all the time. To be effective,
we affirm only when there is something
worth praising.

4. We must affirm effort besides per for mance
Most of know how to affirm high
performance.  Very few applaud -effort.
Nothing is more discouraging to a person
he/she has put in all the hard work but may
not have produced something and then we
criticize him/her.  Affirm the effort and
correct the lack of performance.

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5. We must be postive

The world tends to focus on our

failures and can be rather unforgiving.

Affirming people catch people doing

right and doing well. We cannot be

affirming if we are self-absorbed.

6. We must be specific
Generalization does not help. Don’t just say,
“You are great.” Be specific when you are
complimenting. Praising specific behaviors
will motivate the person to repeat those
behaviors.

7. We must affirm character
Telling people they kind, generous and loyal
is very motivating. We must affirm
character not just performance.

8. We affirm by helping people succeed.
Success can be affirming, especially when
we help people succeed. Provide the support
and resources they need. Then, applaud their
success.

Finally, we must start today

Today is the day to affirm people. Don’t wait.
Practice to affirm little deeds today. Observe the
kind word, the generous deed, the charitable act, the
loyal friend, the humble people and the caring peer.

We all are work-in-progress. In our journey of
sanctification we are so far from the perfection of
Jesus Christ. At times we get discouraged and
disappointed at our slow progress and falls. When
we look at others and us with the eyes of our
Father’s grace and love, we are able to acknowledge
the progress and praise God for His power. We all
need encouragement and uplifting. We need to
cultivate an affirming culture.

Friends, let us look at one another in the way
Jesus Christ looks at us. Find some good in each
other and acknowledge them with kind words and
give glory to God.
