FUMCHUB Mission Statement: 

    We believe God is calling us 
to introduce Christ to those we 
encounter and to nourish them 
and ourselves in faith through 
His Word. 

 In the column to the left, you will find the revised Vision and Mission 
statements agreed upon by our congregation’s leadership group: the Church 
Council1 (sometimes called the Church Council on Ministries). The Vision 
statement was arrived at by many hours of discussion after the initial all church 
lunch meeting this past April. Creating a Vision Statement for FUMCHUB was 
one of the three goals set for our congregation at the January meeting of our 
Congregational Assessment Group.  
 One of the charges for this group was to establish “at least three measurable 
goals that your congregation has for the coming year”. As a result of the meetings 
with subgroups of the congregation and surveys, these three FUMCHUB goals for 
2007 were stated and given to the conference on behalf of you as a member of our 
congregation. 

a. Make a Vision Statement to be completed by April 2007. 
b. Increase membership from 2004Õs membership of one hundred fourteen. Note 

that membership in 2006 was seventy-five to eighty-three which would be an 
approximately a 10% increase. 

c. Participate in outreach ministries to increase attendance and membership. 
This will be measured by events participated in that have not been attempted 
before. 

 As the end of 2007 approaches, two things need to happen. First, members of 
the congregation need to ask themselves, “Did I see evidence of any or all of 
these?” Take a moment as you read this and make a list of things you have done or 
seen done around FUMBHUB that are evidence these things are happening. Now 
take the list, put your name on it and give it to one of the leadership listed to the 
left titled, “Church Stewards”. It doesn’t need to be pretty paper or calligraphy for 
“Jesus É  wrote in the dust with his finger.2” Just do it and pass it on. 
 Secondly, your Church Council needs to do the same and establish goals 2008 
that fit with our Vision and Mission. At their meeting of 25 September, they began 
the process of evaluating, discussing, and goal setting. Your input will help. 
 What is the purpose of the Church Council? It “shall provide for planning and 
implementing a program of nurture, outreach, witness, and resources in the local 
church. It shall also provide for the administration of its organization and 
temporal life. It shall envision, plan, implement, and annually evaluate the mission 
and ministry of the church. The church council shall be amenable to and function 
as the administrative agency of the charge conference.1“ 
 Are you helping with the ministry? Are you ready to move beyond personal 
prayer and worship to be part of “evaluate the mission and ministry of the church”?

  I can see your face wrinkling as 
you read this and the question forming 
in your mind, “What do these things

I think 
there are more but I only put a name on my daily 
prayer list if I have a first and a last name and 
many people forget to give a last name when they 
mention someone in church. That means there are 
many women and families within our community 
besides mine that are affected by breast cancer. 
Besides being there for Barbara, I feel as a member 
of Christ’s body, I should be doing more.  
Broccoli: Peter Flierl of Greenwich, CT, must have 
felt the same way when his wife, “Shirley, was 
diagnosed with a Stage 3 aggressive breast cancer 
with extensive lymph node involvement when she 
was only 37 years old.” He “was determined to 
help his wife battle against such terrible odds, so 
that she could live to see their three-year-old 
daughter, Alison, grow up. Nowadays, Shirley also 
serves her community as a source of inspiration 
and support as a 24-year survivor. In 2004, using 
both personal and professional experience, Peter 
put his knowledge and wisdom to paper and 
published "Prayer, Laughter & Broccoli,” a 
survival guide for men whose partners are facing 
breast cancer.” If you know a husband in such a 
position, perhaps Peter’s book would be a way you 
could ‘reach out and share’ Christ’s love.
