The Development of M athematical Ability

My OBauty of MathematicsOarticle
ol in the last Beacon led to several
*’ 1" Bl postive comments and a question |
I & | thought best answered for al to read
_,o,\_,,,_eec,a,d and share. The question was about
children and learning methematics. This
is actually a pefect time of the year to answer the
guestion because many years ago, | used to speak to
this issue to parent paticipaion nursery schools in
the Aneheim area. The answver is two O®€
Grandpaents and Games.

If you are a paent and fortunate to have your
paents living nearby, ask them to play games with
your children. Children enjoy theinteraction, learn to
play by the rules, and especialy enjoy winning when
playing with an adult. You can fix dinne or whatever
keeps you from enjoying the experience and know
tha there is a pogtive learning experience hgppening.
This thoughtis, of course, predicated on the notion
tha your parents are not overly competative and sore
losers!

The second pat of the answer deals with which
games. | can only give my opinion based on my
expeiences as a mathematician, paent, and a
grandpaent of ten. This past week, for example, |
played Qrazy eightsOwith a four, six, and nine year
old. What did mathematics did they learn? They were
sorting and groupng by colors and symbols, as well
as, identifying numbes and suits. All of these
conaepts are the bases for higha mathematics.

For the younge children, two and up, the classic
is CChutes and LaddasOwhich is a chase game. Here
children learn cordiality of numbers, couning
congecutively, informal probaility (rolling dice) and
recognizing groups up to six (numbers on face of
dice). We aso have a Rescue Hero version where
each player proceedsthroughthe building to the roof,
rescuing animals dong e way.

Another classic is the Mancaa type game that is
actudly a game known to be over 4000years old. In
the beginng game, you play with three O®nesOin
each of twelve cups six to a player, moving stones
counter clockwise towards and past your home cup.
Children develop countng and strategy skills. | start
children aroundfour years old with this game, which
is also a chdlenge for adults. As the child becomes

It would cog $78,100to buy the 364 items
repeatedly on each day as the songsuggests, a4%rise
from last year. Althoughthe origins of the Christmas
carol "The 12 Days of Christmas' may be a mystery,
one thing is certain: It's getting more codly to buy
your tueloveall the items mentioned.

It would cogt $78,100 6 buy he 364 tems, from a
single partridge in a pear tree to the 12 drummers
drumming, repeatedly on each day as the song
suggests, according to the annud PNC Christmas
price index compiled by PNC Wealth Management.
Thecog isup 4% from$75,122ast year.

Buying each item in the songjug once would cogt
$19,507,up 3.1%. And shopping online would be
codlier, with the 364 items adding up to $128,886 up
2.5%.You would spend $31,2490nline for each item
jug once this year.

Though a humorous look, PNC said the index
mirrored actual economic trends PNC has been
calculating the cog of Christmas since 1984. Helping
push the cog up this year is the minimum wage hike,
which bumped the cos of eight maids a-milking from
about $41 to nearly $47. "They have not had an
increase since 1997," said Jm Dunigan, managing
executive of investment for PNC Wealth
Management. "The goodnewsiis, if youre amaids a-
milking, they will aso see an increase in 2008 and
2009."

Higha food cods pudhed the six geese a-laying
from $300to $360.And reflecting highe gold prices,
those five golden ringswill cog $395,up 21.5%from
last year's $325.

Not everything is more cogly. The price of a
patridge two turtle doves and three French hens
remained the same, as did seven swans a-swimming
and nine ladies dancing. PNC checks jewelry stores,
dance companies, pet stores and other sources to
compile thelist, Dunigan said.
