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More than 1,800 laity and clergy from across
Southern California, Hawaii, Guam, and Saipan
were gathered at this year’s annual conference.
Church Membership stands at 84,812, down
2,265 from the previous year. Worship
attendance stands at 51,227, up 411 from the
previous year. Church school attendance stands
at 12,814, down 613 from the previous year.

Members adopted a 2009 budget of
$12,906,072 representing an increase of

.77 percent increase. More than 225 youth
participated in the annual Youth Day and raised
funds for 1,000 bed nets for the “Nothing But
Nets.

During the conference session:

- Bishop Swenson ordained seven elders in
full connection; received one candidate
into full connection; commissioned four as
probationary elders, and commissioned one
as a probationary deacon;

- Endorsed the Rev. Dr. Grant Hagiya,
Executive Director, of the Conference’s new
Center of Leadership Excellence, for the
Episcopacy.

On May 15, 2008, The California Supreme
Court issued its decision holding that marriage
is a basic civil right of personal autonomy and
liberty to which all persons are entitled without
regard to their sexual orientation and began to
license and recognize same-gender marriages
on June 16, 2008.

We recognized the pastoral need and prophetic
authority of our clergy and congregations to
offer the ministry of marriage ceremonies for
same-gender couples. While we recognize that
we are governed by the Book of Discipline

of the United Methodist Church, we support
those pastors who conscientiously respond to
the needs of their parishes by celebrating same-
gender marriages, and we envision compassion
and understanding in any resulting disciplinary
actions.

The United Methodist Church: Our Story—Developments and Changes Since 1968

When The United Methodist
Church was created in 1968, it
had approximately 11 million
members, making it one of the
largest Protestant churches in
the world.

Since its birth, United Methodism
has experienced a number of
changes in its life and structure.

It has become increasingly aware of itself as a world
church with members and conferences in Africa, Asia,
Europe, and the United States.

While its membership in Europe and the United
States has declined noticeably since 1968, member-
ship in Africa and Asia has grown significantly.

An increasing number of women have been
admitted to the ordained ministry, appointed to
the district superintendency, elected to positions
of denominational leadership, and consecrated as
bishops. In 1980 Marjorie Matthews was the first
woman elected to the Church’s episcopacy.

The Church has endeavored to become a community
in which all persons, regardless of racial or ethnic
background, can participate in every level of its
connectional life and ministry.

United Methodism has struggled with a number of
critical issues. It has created and refined theological
and mission statements. It has discussed and acted
on matters of social importance such as nuclear
power and world peace, human sexuality, the environ-

It published a hymnal in 1989, which included a new
Psalter and revised liturgies for baptism, the Lord’s
Supper, weddings, and funerals. lts 1992 General
Conference authorized a new Book of Worship. A
Spanish language hymnal, Mil Voces Para Celebrar,
was published in 1996.

The United Methodist Church represents the
confluence of three streams of tradition: Methodism,
