Healing Ministry Is Coming to Town

Wellspring Ministry is based totally upon the teachings of Biblical
Scripture. Our goal is to identify ways that we have become separated from
God, from other people, and from ourselves in relationships. In Matthew
22:37-40 Jesus explained that the two greatest commandments were to love
God the Father with all our heart, soul and mind and to love our neighbors as
ourselves. We must love ourselves in order to love our neighbor. We believe

that broken relationships are the root of
most psychological and physical
problems, and that God’s Word gives us
the tools to restore them.

We lead people in a process of
learning to identify sin, understand it in
their own lives, identify Satan’s attacks,
and then learn how to have victory.
Psychology, at times, can identify a
problem, but only God’s principles of
repentance and forgiveness can heal our
broken hearts and broken relationships
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and set us free (Isaiah 61:1; Luke 4:18- '
19). Closure to the palnful issues in our past only comes through the

application of God’s precepts. We believe that only His principles of
forgiveness and repentance can heal the broken heart.

We teach what bitterness, self-bitterness, jealousy and envy, rejection,
fear, unbelief and the occult are, and how to be set free from them. In
accomplishing this we learn how to fully and completely forgive others and

ourselves. We also learn how we have blamed God for what the devil really
did.

If there is any emotional pain in a situation or memory, then we know
that some degree of bitterness is present. Only His precepts of forgiveness
and repentance can remove the anger, resentment, shame or guilt in our
memories. Medical science and psychology demonstrate in thousands of
clinical trials the way in which negative emotions affect our health. As
people come before the Lord in repentance and forgiveness, destroying the
lies of Satan, and gaining victory through choosing to live according to
God’s will in their lives, most emotional and physical diseases are healed
and bodies return to peace and proper function. This restoration and healing
is true Biblical freedom.

Unbelief is one of the least understood areas in our Christian
experience. Jesus says that all things are possible to those who believe. We

know that in Mark 6 Jesus could do no mighty works in His hometown because of their unbelief. Unbelief
affects our walk with the Lord in many ways that we do not understand. This is why we spend time exploring all
the ways that we have put limits on God, all the ways that humanity has listened to the devil and blamed God for
what the devil really did. We find great freedom and blessing that comes through the obedience of confession of
our sins of unbelief and asking God for his gift of faith.

We believe that it is God’s will to forgive all our sins and heal all our diseases (Psalms 103:2-3). But He
cannot bless us in our sins and our unbelief (Deuteronomy 28, Mark 6, and James 1). So therefore we teach
people to shout “Hallelujah” when they learn about a sin in their life. The first step in dealing with a sin is
recognition of the sin. Then we can repent and be cleansed (I John 1:9). Please read my testimony and that of
many others posted on this web site. God is not a respector of persons; He treats everyone the same. What He
has done for these He wants to do for you.

At Wellspring we offer many resources to help people on this journey of personal sanctification and
healing. Most of us cannot see the log that is in our own eye and the help of a trained, compassionate minister is
invaluable in this process. Please read my testimony and that of the others posted on our web site and you will
understand why I am this confident. I look forward to speaking at FUMCHUB and FVUMC on Sunday, 25
April. I hope you will come, listen, and be blessed as I have been by this work.

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Goings on with the Trustees by Greg G. Smith

While the parsonage now stands rented, we still have to keep up its
maintenance. As our new tenants moved in, the gas company required the furnace to
be replaced by us. With that need in
mind, Trustees approached the
Church Council, which voted as a
whole, to tithe 10% of the initial rent
proceeds to missions, to use the next
$500 to repay a bridge loan that
Fountain Valley United Methodist
Church advanced us to ready the
parsonage, and then to use the balance
of the rent proceeds to replace the
furnace. The Church Council will
continue to look into ways advance
the Kingdom with future rent
proceeds, and Trustees will assist with
the development of those projects.

The cross on the corner of
Delaware and Clay now stands fully
lighted as a beacon to the entire
neighborhood. Gary Ashcraft of
Fountain Valley United Methodist
and John Leonard did a truly
professional job. Perhaps now we can
recruit someone with a green thumb
to develop a flowerbed around it?
Can you imagine something like the
picture to the lower right, as an example? Picture a circle of red
surrounding the cross and that circle surrounded by a white border. This
could be real labor of love for someone who loves to garden, and a real
expression of love to the community, which would be beautified by it. If
you feel inspired to work on such a project, feel free to contact me.

Finally, the next major undertaking the Trustees are investigating is
the removal of two beehives from our campus: one in the wall of the
Fellowship Hall, which may have over 100 pounds of honey, and the other
in some shrubbery. Cloggers have reported bumping into bees as they
dance, and the Trustees have recognized that the continued intersection of
bees, congregation members and cloggers cannot continue to create
comfortable consequences. Consequently, the bees buzz off. And, Pro
Pacific Bee Removal will remove the bees on Saturday, May 1 by first
spraying at 8:00-10:00 am, and then by removing the hive at 1:00. Removal and restoration should take
two to four hours.

Many people base their choice of a church on l
relationships—family, people they know and trust who invite them, church

members who extend genuine hospitality as they offer true concern for
visitors and their needs and interests. Do not make the goal of initiating or developing a relationship getting

someone in the church doors.

Rather—when the time is right—invite people to become part of a ministry of the church as a way to
develop and strengthen affirming and life-enhancing relationships.
1. Evangelism training: Most people first come to a church because of a relationship they have with someone
who already attends. Emphasize that knowing and having a relationship with the person must come before an
invitation to worship, to being part of a mission or service project or to participating in another ministry. Training
could also include how—and when—to share one’s faith.

A few other things to focus on:
A. Play off people’s passion and strengths: Connect with people based on what you know or are willing to
learn about them, their interests and needs. When reaching out to people who are not part of a church, know them
or their situations well enough to share how being a part of a faith community might enhance their lives. For
example:

Kim likes to do good deeds and be active. Consider inviting her to a church, community or global mission
project where she will meet other service-minded people. An invitation to worship might follow later.

Jerome sings in a rock ‘n roll band, has a spiritual side and generally prefers to experience life to the fullest.
Invite him to a high-energy service with powerful contemporary music, visuals and action-oriented
messages. If your church does not offer this type of worship, tell Jerome about one that does. Consider
visiting a church with him until he meets friends and feels comfortable attending alone.

Danny is not about to get out of bed on Sunday and head to church, but he will head to the local ball field at the
drop of a hat. Invite him to join a sports team sponsored by the church. Welcome #is friends, too. Talk
about spiritual matters informally. Be a positive, supporting influence in his life.

B. Build on a biblical foundation: Church leaders can share and encourage members to become active in
welcoming on a more personal, Bible-based level. Romans 12 is a treasure trove as Paul gives us the steps for
building relationships:

Be genuine. "Let love be without hypocrisy." Don't just pretend to love others.

Be contagious with enthusiasm. We are to be "fervent in spirit."

Be positive, patient and prayerful. This connects us with others. We may never see our friends believe as we
do, but we can still be a positive influence in their lives.

Open your heart and home to others. Hospitable people make the world a smaller place. Read "Rethink your
couch: a new spin on missions and hospitality” for some great ideas on how to make this work in your
life.

Never speak evil or negatively of others. "Bless and curse not."

Empathize. This will help you avoid seeming to be indifferent.

Let God handle justice. When we seek revenge, we put ourselves in God’s place, as if we could judge their
hearts.

2. Personalized Invitations_Christmas, Easter, baptism services and other special occasions are ideal times to
invite personally people who are not Christians or not actively involved in a church. Printed personal invitations
are excellent to encourage participation.

3. Get out and visit. Have your welcome teams (three or four people) visit other churches with different styles
of worship. Let them experience firsthand what it’s like to be a guest and to feel like an outsider. They can bring
back ideas of what to do and what not to do that can improve your own welcoming program.
